Every scholarship will have its own application deadline and requirements so be
sure to stay on top of this information. The scholarship's website or application will
tell you who qualifies, how to apply and important deadlines.

Be prepared, most scholarships require students to submit the following: completed
application form, essay response or resume and at least one letter of recommendation. 

LETTERS OF  RECOMMENDATIONLETTERS OF  RECOMMENDATION
You will need to request letters of recommendation for your scholarship applications.
Give your recommender (teacher, counselor, coach, advisor/mentor) at least a 2-3 week
advance notice to ensure the best possible recommendation. Be prepared to provide
your recommender with a completed questionnaire with necessary personal
information and accomplishments.

FAFSA/CADAAFAFSA/CADAA
Many scholarship applications require that you submit the FAFSA/CADAA
application, especially those based on financial need.
